	Istanbul Kültür University is a foundation university founded as public corporation. Since its foundation in 1997, Istanbul Kültür University has been dedicated to play a constructive role in the formation of a transnational European education space through spreading scientific knowledge about European integration and facilitating intercultural encounters. This involves institutional awareness and support of the Lisbon Strategy as well as the Bologna Process. 

Academic education and research at IKU is conducted through 22 programs in 6 faculties, 18 programs in 3 vocational high schools, as well as 41 Graduate Programs and 4 PhD Programs at 2 institutes. In total, 7708 students are enrolled in those programs.
Since 2004, within the scope of Erasmus Student Work Placement, 41 students from IKU successfully completed their internships at the companies/institutions located in the European Union member states and IKU received 7 Erasmus Student Work Placement students from different European universities.

     Foreign Policy Platform (FPP) of Istanbul Kültür University has been established in May 2006, to perform the duties of a research center for international studies and serve as a think-tank of the University and to establish links of cooperation with national and international organizations operating in the same field. 

     Since its foundation, it has established links with many foreign institutions in various countries and institutionalized cooperation and exchange programs with partner organizations. Thus numerous joint activities have been materialized with a variety of international partners.

     Some of the local and international activities so far organized are brain-storming sessions, ambassadorial conferences, foreign guests speakers, symposia, workshops, seminars, some of which have been jointly organized with foreign institutions, during the course of its active life of approximately two and a half years. 

     Among the foreign institutions with which the FPP has had cooperated, some of which have been institutionalized relationships are the GCSP (Geneva Center for Security Policies) in Switzerland, CEP (Center for European Perspective) in Ljubljana Slovenia (Amb. Ret. Murat Bilhan, Chariman of FPP is also a member of the Advisory Board of CEP); RNSSC (Regional Network of Strategic Studies Centers); NESA (Near East and South Asia), a branch of Washington Defence University; strategic studies centers of 16 countries affiliated with the RNSSC; BCN (Balkan Communication Network) 29 centers of strategic research from 9 Balkan countries; many other academic and strategic centers from Russia, Japan, Australia, New Zelland, China, United Arab Emirates and GRC (Gulf Research Center), Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Egypt, TRNC (Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus), Greece, Germany, Italy, Iran Sub-Saharan Africa (including the African Union, regional African organizations and some countries mainly in East Africa); Central Asian countries.  

The intern is expected to help in communication and correspondence with other institutions; filing and archiving of documents; finding references for article writing and further research; participating and helping in the activities in and out of the University.
